


The Constitutions C ittee r ds that this matter (ITEM IX) be tabled for a period of three-years
and asks the Grand Lodge to authorize the examination of the Constitutions of all of the Grand Lodges
throughout the World of which we are in Amity, for the purpose of identifying those Grand Lodges whose
Constitutions restricis its membership based on race andfor religion and to enter into meaningful
dialogue with any such jurisdiction in an attempt to persuade them to make appropriate changes to their
Constitutions. Further, the said Committee recommends that the Grand Lodge authorize the formation of
a Special Ci ittee or C i of Grand Lodge to conduct the above stated examinations and
dialogue in accord with the Grand Master and Grand Secretary, and to report their findings to this
Grand Lodge within the next three years. If deemed appropriate upon receipt of the said report, the
matter can then be brought as a resolution to be voted upon by this Grand Lodge.

THE ABOVE RECOMMENDATION (ITEM IX) OF THE CONSTITUTIONS COMMITTEE WAS APPROVED BY
VOTE OF THE GRAND LODGE,

THE GRAND LODGE COMMITTEE ON CORRESPONDENCE & RELATIONS summarized our progress in
granting recognition to the various Most Worshipful Prince Hall Grand Lodges that are in Amity with
their jurisdiction's resident Grand Lodge, of which we presently enjoy mutual recognition and affinity
with the M., W . Prince Hall Grand Lodges of New York, Colorado, Connecticut and Massachusetts and
most recently the M., W.. Prince Hall Grand Lodge of North Carolina.

THE ABOVE REPORT OF THE GRAND LODGE COMMITTEE ON CORRESPONDENCE & RELATIONS PASSED
BY A VOTE OF GRAND LODGE.

THE COMMITTEE ON MASONIC JURISPRUDENCE approved of all of the actions taken by the Grand
Master of which the said Committee had been made cognizant between the 227" and 228" Annual
Communications of this Grand Lodge. The said Committee congratulates and approves the institution by
the Grand Master of the new changes in the agenda, schedule and format of the Grand Lodge's Annual
Communication, The Committee on Masonic Jurisprudence recommends that the leadership of Grand
Lodge should hold quarterly meetings with all of the entities that comprise Grand Lodge (i.e. The
Trustees of the Masonic Hall & Home, the Directors of the Masonic Medical Research Laboratory, the
Trustees of the Chancellor Robert R Livingston Masonic Library, and other Grand Lodge entities). The
Committee on Masonic Jurisprudence concurs with the actions taken to date by the Grand Master and the
Grand Lodge with reference to the matter of the Grand Lodge of the District of Columbia and our
District Grand Lodge of Syria — Lebanon, inclusive of the May 5" Resolution.

THE RESOLUTION unanimously passed by a vote of the Grand Lodge on May 5, 2009 in the matter of the
Fraternal Relations between the Grand Lodge of the District of Columbia and the Grand Lodge of New
York, whereby the Grand Lodge of the District of Columbia must comply with the following
pronouncements by May 15, 2009:

a) The Grand Lodge of the District of Columbia must withdraw all spurious charges levied against
our District Grand Lodge Officer, M:.W:. Brother Leon Zeitounalian.

b) The Grand Lodge of the District of Columbia must rescind the Charter and/or Dispensation of
their Ahiram Lodge and remove the same from Lebanon.

¢) The Grand Lodge of the District of Columbia must respect and honor the lawful Suspension of
Brothers Elias Feghali, Maurice Feghali and Michael Bernoti.

The failure to abide by the above Resolution in its entirety by May 15" shall result in the certain and
immediate withdrawal of recognition of the Grand Lodge of the District of Columbia by this Grand
Lodge.

Minutes of the 228th Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge would appear in the published
Proceedings of this Grand Lodge.

THE DEPUTY GRAND MASTER, ACTING AS GRAND MASTER CAUSED the names of the Grand Master’s
appointments for the offices of District Deputy Grand Masters and Grand Lodge Staff Officers to be read
as taking effect on May 5, 2009. Further it was announced by the Deputy Grand Master that the District

Master, Vincent Libone, closed the 228" Annual Communication of Grand Lodge.
